Course Description:

All Art Classes have a requirement of 18 sketches over the semester (360 possible pts.)

Ceramics I is designed to give the learner basic knowledge ceramic design.  Students will work with various clay and glaze types.  Students will work with a variety of forming techniques.  Students will learn ceramics terminology and design concepts.

Other class requirements:
