Syllabus - Drawing II

Course Description:

All Art Classes have a requirement of 18 sketches over the semester (360 possible pts.)
Drawing II gives the learning the opportunity to develop a personal style as they practice techniques learned in Drawing I.  These projects are more open-ended and conceptual.

Assignments:

#1.  Create a book from original materials     (20 class periods)  1000 pts.

#2.  Heritage drawing      (10 class periods)     500 pts.

#3.  Incongruent object and background  (10 class periods)  500 pts. 

#4.  Deconstruction of an object (5 drawings from real to abstract)  10 classes  (500 pts.)

#5. Sign language composition      (10 class periods)   500pts.

#6.  Photoshop  your drawing   ( 5 class periods)  250 pts.

#7  5 charcoals of a "subject matter"  (12 class periods)  600 pts.

# 6.  Research paper  3-5 pages   (3 class periods)   150 pts.

#7  Contract project    (10 class periods)   500pts.

#8  Contract project II  (5 class periods)  500 pts.

90 class periods =  4500 pts

Other class requirements:

A.  Students will be expected clean up completely and in a timely manner each class day

B.  Students will be expected to treat fellow students and materials used with respect.

C.  Students are expected to be prepared for class each day having all materials and supplies with them.

D.  Students will be expected to follow all school rules as stated in student handbook

A  " citizenship" grade of 10 points will be awarded daily for adhering to these rules.  Violation of the rules will result in forfeiture of the points for that day. Repeated violation in one day will take away points already earned.

A possible 900 citizenship  points will be added to the semester grading scale
