Syllabus - Printmaking II
Course Description:

All Art Classes have a requirement of 18 sketches over the semester (360 possible pts.)
Students will  have the opportunity to develop a personal style as they  practice techniques learned in Painting I.  Projects are more open-ended giving more room for experimentation with different painting mediums.

Assignments:

#1 Glue and Cardboard large relief  (10 class periods)    500 pts.

#2. Serigraphy (8 color) (15 class periods)   750 pts

#3.  Multiple process printing (combine) 10 classes   (500 pts)

#4.  Drypoint project with hand coloring  (6 class periods)  300 pts.

#5.  Research Paper   3-5 pages   (4 class periods)     200  pts.

#6.  Planography  with experimental application  (8 class periods)   400 pts

#7   Etching  multiple plates      15 Classes    750 pts 

#8.  Photo silk screen  on  multiple surfaces  (15 class periods)  750 pts

#9. Project of choice  12 classes  600 pts. 

90 class periods = 4500 pts 

Other class requirements:

A.  Students will be expected clean up completely and in a timely manner each class day

B.  Students will be expected to treat fellow students and materials used with respect.

C.  Students are expected to be prepared for class each day having all materials and supplies with them.
